


Nomination Guidelines
Categories for nomination are:
	 Professional (medical, legal, etc.)
	 Business (small business owner, corporate, etc.)
	 Humanitarian/Community Service (not for profit, volunteer, etc.)
	 Education (teacher, mentor, administrator, special needs, etc.)
	 Art (theatre, dance, music, mixed media, etc.)

The nominee should be an outstanding woman who has made a difference in her category.  
She should be a unique woman who exemplifies achievement, integrity, professionalism, 
community service and personal growth.

One color photo (head shot only) must accompany this nomination form (.jpeg format). 

Nominees need not be a women business owner.

You may submit more than one nominee and past nominees are eligible for consideration.  

You are encouraged to solicit information from your nominee for completing this form.

Each nominating organization will be notified upon receipt of the nominating form and 
honoree’s information.

The nominator is responsible for confirming that their nominee will be available to attend the 
event.  Recipients must be present at the Women of Distinction Awards 2012 ceremony on 
Thursday, April 5, 2012 to receive their awards.

Nominations should be typed or written with black ink if possible.  

Selection Criteria

Nominations received by 5:00PM on Friday, March 2, 2012 are reviewed by a selection committee.
